_ PRIVATE HOUSE 224 IN NEOS VOUTZAS

The site of this new two-storey house is located in the area of Neos Voutzas,
which was destructed by the wildfire in summer 2018. Considering this
dramatic incident, the architectural intention is to reverse it by developing
a positive and playful concept: a design that examines the art of “living
well” in the programmatic layout of a small house with the typical functional
requirements.

The main intention was a space planning that activates the entire site and
creates a flowing series of interconnected indoor and outdoor spaces.
The placement of the new building in the site derives from the need to take
advantage of the south sunlight while ensuring direct access to the public
street. The volume of the house divides the outdoor space in two zones, with
the largest one remaining conspicuously private while the one next to the
street configures a threshold to approach the entrance via a pilotis. The living
area (kitchen and living room) is arranged on the ground level and is selectively
open to an expansive garden around the house.

The upper level is designed as a distinctive volume which refers to the
archetypical iconography of the house. While hovering above the ground
level, it contains the sleeping rooms and operates on a private dimension.
The surface elements are minimal and cover the biggest part of the white
metal construction, while the rooftop consists of corrugated galvanized
iron sheets. The design attempts to redefine the framework of a suburban
residence in Attica with a proposition that provides optimal amenity, affordable
construction and flexibility.

Chris A. Tessas studied architecture at the Ecole Nationale Superieure
dArchitecture Paris-Malaquais (2003) and holds a PhD in Architecture (2017)
from the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki. He has been distinguished in five
architectural competitions in Greece -twice awarded with the first prize- as well as
with the European Union Europa Nostra Award. Since 2018 he teaches at the School
of Architecture, Technical University of Crete.
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
